Minutes of the 2025 Annual Meeting of the Lakewood Property Owners Association (LPOA)

2025 Annual Meeting of the LPOA was held Feb 4th, 2025 at 6PM at the McIvers Grant Public Library in Dyersburg.   Meeting was called to order at 6:10 by Fred Becker and Lloyd Collier opened with a prayer.

Meeting began with overview of budget and expenses of 2024, copies with details were made available.  2024 budget was based on 105 owners paying dues for total estimate of $31,500 and actual expenditure for the year was $31,288.09.  
Plan for 2025 will be very similar to last year, but Fred has proposed budget with 115 owners paying dues.  It will be up to the board to finalize the budget.
Major accomplishments in this past year included cutting of the grass, correction of erosion in the walking path area, painting the historic bridge, performed weed and algae control on the lakes and updated insurance policy.
There was recognition and thanks for our many volunteers, including those who cut down trees and brush in playground area and on levees, organized and presented the Fireworks show, Friday follies, Welcome Committee, Yard of the month, Dam inspections and maintenance, and Clean-up of playground area and our now organized wood pile.
It was presented that the LPOA will have 3 focus areas we look to improve within Lakewood in 2025: 
· Dogs running at large,
· Speed on our roads, and
· To increase the number of Owners paying their dues.

The final order of business was Board Members: 
Evette Ownby was thanked for her service as Secretary for these past 3 years.   In addition, Logan Lumley, Chris Bullen and Rusty Scara have expressed willingness to step down to provide the opportunity to others, and each was thanked for their service.   Special attention was given to thanking Rusty for his many years of service and contribution to the Board and Lakewood in abundance.
Nomination was made for Madison Woodward for LPOA Secretary, was seconded and unanimous affirmative voice vote of those in attendance with no objection.  
There was then individual nomination of new board members: Ken Hittlet, Mickie Waters, and Megan Hippler.  Each was seconded and unanimous affirmative voice vote of those in attendance with no objection.  
Fred also has completed a 3 year term as president and expressed interest in staying on for another term.  He was nominated by Sheila Jacobi, seconded and overwhelming affirmative voice vote of those in attendance with one objection, Karen Becker.  
There was a call for questions but there were none.  It was announced new keys for the gate were available from Ken and Rusty.
